She performed the dancing of the Indian beauty in the ballet
“Seven Beautys” by Gara Garayev skillfully in the
competition of amateur troupes in Leningrad and won the first
prize. We think this is also the bright successful result of self-
education and self-improvement. We can show examples of
this kind in our Autonomous Republic, too. For example,
Ikhtiyar Seyidov from the Shahbuz region made some musical

joining them to mental activities and providing their active
participation in the activities. During the lessons the students
must feel that they are in the atmosphere of thinking, learning
and searching. Time by time the teacher should make each of
the students feel confidence in himself/ herself to have a
chance of gaining knowledge, skills and habits. The teacher
should also develop students’ ability of expressing themselves
independently on the basis of creative thinking and make them
do researches in this field. He must not forget that “children
who are always working under the control of their parents and
teachers have no confidence in themselves. These students
demonstrate dependence on others in the teaching and learning
process and as a result, this is hindering their mental and
psychological development. Taking it into consideration it is
important to foster the habits of self-control and self-
assessment beginning from the primary years of education
(Ismikhanov, 1981).

For establishing education on the basis of researching either a
teacher or a student has to think. Thinking by causing
someone to think becomes a leading activity. In the
pedagogical process using self-control in their activities and
self-assessment means in a conscious way is very important,
useful and effective for both teachers and students. From his
point of view in the teaching process which is a bilateral
activity the teacher must teach by causing them to think and
the student must study by thinking and researching. They must
also analyze their activities and come to real correct
conclusions. The teacher must know that the students will not
be able to worthily use the self-control and self-assessment
means in their activities, if he/she does not form the
competence of thinking and the habit of getting mental
conclusions in them.
